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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the relationship
between athletic identity and gender roles in
professional futsal players. The method used in this
study is descriptive and correlational. The sample of
the study was comprised of 87 futsal players from
Hormozgan province, playing comntinously in
League Division One and Two. Given the limited
number of population, random sampling was not
possible. The questionnaires of Sport Identity by
Kyslak (2004), and Gender Role by bass (1947)
were used as main research tools. Kendall
correlation coefficient and regression analysis were
computed at P<0/05. Findings showed that there is
significant relationship between athletic identity
and gender roles. However, there is not significant
relationship between personal identity and negative
emotionality of professional futsal players. Finally,
based on the results of regression, social identity
and personal identity positively predict the
variations in gender roles(P<0/05). But the negative
emotionality and monopoly do not not predict
changes in gender roles and no change in the
variance (P>0/05). In regard to the research findings
athletic identity and gender role are of significant
imprortance and can correlate with each other.
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
